COMPULSORY ATTENDANCE AGES

Any child between the ages of five and seven who is enrolled in the Fort Zumwalt School District shall attend the
academic program on a regular basis, unless a written request to drop the child from the school rolls is made by the
parent, guardian, or other person having charge, control or custody of the child. Any child who is a resident of the
school district and who is between the ages of seven and sixteen years shall attend a day school, public or private,
as specified in state law. The Board of Education shall abide with the compulsory attendance laws of Missouri by
requiring district resident children between the ages of seven and sixteen years to attend school full-time, with the
exception of those students who may be excused from full-time attendance by the superintendent. Individual
petitions for any deviation from full-time attendance shall be considered by the superintendent on the merits of the
individual student's application.

Any student age sixteen years or older who drops out of school for any reason other than to attend another schooal,
college or university, or to enlist in the armed services, shall be reported to the state literacy hotline office.

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ADMISSION OF NONRESIDENT STUDENTS

A nonresident student shall be defined as a student who does not meet the requirements to be a resident
student of the Fort Zumwalt School District as defined in Board policies, rules and regulations.
Nonresident students may be permitted to attend the Fort Zumwalt schools upon payment of tuition as
established by the Board unless exempt from payment of tuition as allowed by law. Tuition rates shall be
determined annually on the basis of the per-pupil cost, for the preceding year, for the operation,
maintenance, and debt service of the schools, as prescribed by state law.

Students from an unaccredited school in the same or adjoining counties shall be admitted to the Fort
Zumwalt School District as provided by law.

An institution that is a facility organized under the laws of Missouri for the purpose of providing care and
treatment of juveniles, and which is located in the District providing a place of residence for three (3) or
more students whose parents or guardians do not reside in the district, may enroll such children in a
program in the district, provided that this policy does not apply to placements falling under § 167.126.1,
RSMo., and provided that this policy does not for the sole purpose of enroliment in this district. The
District is entitled to local tax effort from each student’s domiciliary district. The District may, if such
funds are available and pursuant to law, receive payment from the Department of Elementary and
Secondary Education (DESE) for such students in lieu of the local tax effort payments from the domiciliary
district.

The following provisions indicate additional nonresident students exempt from complete or partial tuition
charges. These students are also exempt from filing a waiver of residency request as defined in policy
JECA.

. Orphaned children, as defined by the courts, who have a permanent or temporary home within the
school district may attend school without paying tuition.

. Children with only one parent living and who have a permanent or temporary home within the
school district may attend school without paying tuition.

. Children whose parents do not contribute anything to their support and who are unable to pay
tuition and have a permanent or temporary home within the school district may attend school
without paying tuition. Appropriate forms, contained within the District Exhibit Manual, are to be
completed by the parent/guardian.

. An American Field Service sponsored student or any similar exchange student may attend school
without paying tuition unless such student is in F-1 immigration status. Students in F-1
immigration status must reimburse the school for the unsubsidized per capita cost of education.

. Children whose parents or guardian pay school taxes on property in the school district but do not
live in the district may attend school in the district on a tuition/tax credit basis. School taxes paid
to the school district by the parents or guardians of non-resident students shall be deducted from
the tuition charge applicable to the school term or fractional part thereof, concurrent with the
calendar year in which the taxes are paid. The tax credit will be prorated among the number of
students per family attending the districts’ schools. A tax statement must be submitted to the
appropriate administrator before a student can be admitted.
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Any person who owns real estate of which eighty acres or more are used for agricultural purposes
and upon which his or her residence is situated, may send his or her children to public school in
any school district in which a part of such real estate, contiguous to that upon which his or her
residence is situated, lies and shall not be charged tuition therefor; so long as thirty-five percent of
the real estate is located in the school district of choice. The school district of choice shall count
the children as eligible pupils for the purpose of distribution of state aid through the foundation
formula. Any owner of agricultural land shall send written notice to all school districts involved
specifying to which school district his or her children will attend by June 30th in which such a
school year begins.

If notification is not received, such children shall attend the school in which the majority of his or her
property lies. Such person shall not send any of his or her children to the public schools of any district
other than the one to which he or she has sent notice pursuant to this subsection in that school year or in
which the majority of his or her property lies without paying tuition to such school district.

The Board shall not solicit or receive money from a teacher employed by the district for the
purpose of paying tuition or any other expenses of the operation of schools. In the event the Board
allows a nonresident teacher employed by the district to send his or her children to the district,
such children will be considered resident pupils for the purpose of determining average daily
attendance when the district of the residence is not otherwise liable for them.

Appropriate letters of affidavit (JECB-E-1 and JECB-E-2) will be required of those nonresident students

exempt from complete or partial tuition charges.

REQUESTS TO CONTINUE TO ATTEND SCHOOL IN THE FORT ZUMWALT SCHOOL DISTRICT AFTER
RESIDENCE HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED IN ANOTHER DISTRICT

Children of parents who have moved from and currently reside outside of the Fort Zumwalt School District will
be allowed to continue to attend Fort Zumwalt Schools if the date of the move is within a reasonably short time
period of a grading period (quarter or semester). Should parents desire to have children attend for a period
longer than two weeks, they must make that request in writing to the Assistant Superintendent Student
Personnel Services. Tuition would be charged to the parents in order for their child to be able to continue
attending Fort Zumwalt Schools. Tuition students may be accepted providing that school and class enrollment
allows for an additional student. As well, students would be required to maintain acceptable attendance,
discipline, and academic progress throughout the approved exception.

APPLICATION TO ATTEND FORT ZUMWALT SCHOOL ON A TUITION-FREE BASIS

Parents may request that students be allowed to attend the Fort Zumwalt School District while living outside for
reasons of hardship or good cause. Upon approval it will be necessary for the parent and district resident to
complete JECB-E-2 and JECB-E-3 and have notarized prior to enrollment.

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RESOLVING GRIEVANCES

Level | — A complaint regarding the placement or education of a homeless child or youth shall first be presented
orally and informally to the district's homeless coordinator. If the complaint is not promptly resolved, the
complainant may present a formal written complaint (grievance) to the homeless coordinator. The written
charge must include the following information: date of filing, description of alleged grievances, the name of the
person or persons involved and a recap of the action taken during the informal charge state. Within five (5)
working days after receiving the complaint, the coordinator shall state a decision in writing to the complainant,
with support evidence and reasons. In addition, the coordinator will inform the superintendent of the formal
complaint and the disposition.

Level Il — Within five (5) working days after receiving the decision at Level |, the complainant may appeal the
decision to the superintendent by filing a written appeals package. This package shall consist of the
complainants’ grievance and the decisions rendered at Level I. The superintendent will arrange for a personal
conference with the complainant at their earliest mutual convenience. Within five (5) working days after
receiving the complaint, the superintendent shall state a decision in writing to the complainant, with supporting
evidence and reason.

Level Il — If resolution is not reached in Level Il, a similar written appeals package shall be directed through the
superintendent to the Board of Education requesting a hearing before the Board at the next regularly scheduled
or specially called meeting. The hearing before the Board may be conducted in closed session upon the
request of either the Board or the complainant. Within thirty (30) working days after receiving the appeals
package, the Board shall state its decision and reply in writing to the parties involved. For district purposes, the
decision of the Board of Education is final.

Level IV — If the complainant is dissatisfied with the action taken by the school district, a written notice stating
the reasons for dissatisfaction may be filed with the state director of the Federal Grants Management Section.
The state director will initiate an investigation, determine the facts relating to the complaint, and issue notice of
his or her findings within thirty (30) days to the school district and the complainant. If the findings support the
action taken by the school district, such action will be confirmed. If the findings support the allegations of the
complainant, the school district will be directed to take corrective action. An appeal of this decision can be
made within ten (10) days to the Deputy Commissioner of Education. Within thirty (30) days after receiving an
appeal, the Deputy Commissioner of Education will render a final administrative decision and notify the
complainant and all other interested parties in writing.

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School district’'s may report or disclose education records to law enforcement and juvenile justice authorities if
the disclosure concerns law enforcement’s or juvenile justice authorities’ ability to effectively serve, prior to
adjudication, the student whose records are released. The officials and authorities to whom such information is
disclosed must comply with applicable restrictions set forth in state and federal law.

Student Discipline Records

The Board of Education directs the superintendent or designee to compile and maintain records of any serious
violation of the district’'s discipline policy for each student enrolled in the district. Such records shall be made
available to teachers and other school district employees with a need to know, and shall be provided in
accordance with state law to any school district in which the student subsequently attempts to enroll within five
(5) business days of receiving the request. If a student is placed in another school by the Children’s Division,
the records will be transferred to the new school within two business days after notification from the Children’s
Division. Personally identifiable student records will only be released or destroyed in accordance with state
and federal law.

Rates and durations of, and reasons for, suspensions of ten (10) days or longer and expulsions of students
shall be reported pursuant to Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) data reporting
requirements.

Confidentiality

Any information received by a school district employee relating to the conduct of a student shall be received in
confidence and used for the limited purpose of assuring that good order and discipline are maintained in the
schools.

Liability

Teachers and authorized district personnel, including volunteers selected with reasonable care by the district,
shall not be civilly liable when acting in accordance with the Board’s discipline policies or when reporting to the
appropriate supervisor or other person acts of violence or threatened acts of school violence, pursuant to law
and district policy.

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INOCULATIONS OF STUDENTS

It is the policy of the Fort Zumwalt School District that all students attending the district schools shall be immunized
in accordance with law.

The district will not allow a student to attend school until the district has satisfactory evidence on file that the student
has been immunized, that the immunization process has begun and satisfactory progress is being accomplished or
that the student is exempted from obtaining immunizations in accordance with law.

A student is exempted from obtaining immunizations if the district has on file the completed forms necessary to
prove that the student will not be immunized for religious or medical reasons. An exemption for medical reasons
requires certification by a licensed doctor of medicine or doctor of osteopathy that either the immunization would
seriously endanger the child’'s health or life or that the child has documentation of laboratory evidence of immunity
to the disease. An exemption for religious reasons requires written certification from one (1) parent or guardian
that immunization of the student violates his or her religious beliefs.

Homeless students who cannot provide proof of immunization will be immediately enrolled, and the district's
homeless coordinator will work with the students to obtain the necessary immunizations as soon as possible.

The district will exclude from school all students who are not immunized or exempted as required by law. When
immunization is in progress, failure to meet the next scheduled appointment constitutes noncompliance with the
immunization law, and the student should be excluded from school immediately.

The district must report to the Department of Health and Senior Services the names of any parent or guardian who
neglects or refuses to permit a nonexempted student to be immunized. The district will also report to the Division
of Family Services (DFS) any instance of educational or medical neglect.

The superintendent or designee shall institute procedures for the maintenance of health records showing the
immunization status of every child enrolled or attending in the district and for the completion of all necessary
reports in accordance with guidelines prepared by the Department of Health and Senior Services.
